Whereas the National Association of Elementary School Principals, the American 
Federation of School Administrators, and the National Association of Secondary School

Principals Month; 

Therefore, be it resolved that, I, Carolyn Stanford Taylor, State Superintendent 
of Public Instruction, proclaim October as National Principals Month in Wisconsin and 
encourage citizens of the state to honor and recognize the contributions school principals 
and assistant principals make to ensure our students graduate college and career ready.
